Ladies and Gentlemen!  Welcome to the greatest race 
series on earth!  Join Schweitzer Under the Big Top and 
prepare to be delighted, amazed, thrilled and chilled!  

 
The circus is back in town and its time to go racing! 
Create a team of up to five members.  Each team can have any combination of skiers, snowboarders, or 
telemark skiers and any combination of jacks and jills.  Individual racers get to take two runs through 
the NASTAR venue each week, with their best run counting toward the team score. 
 
Follow these rules or get sent to sleep in the lion cages! 
• All racers must have fun.  If you can’t have fun, then pack up and move on! 
• All racers must be 21 years old or older by Feb 3rd, 2012. 
• There are no substitutions.  Once you race, you cannot swap.  Any team caught substituting will have 

pies thrown in their faces and be disqualified from the series.   
• Racers must compete each week on the same type of equipment they started with.  You can’t change 

horses in the middle of the show. 
• Telemark skiers who do not perform telemark turns will receive a DQ for that run.  Your heel is free 

for a reason.  
• Each racer can take two (2) runs maximum through the NASTAR venue each week.  Racers can run   

either course but cannot take more than two (2) runs total per week.  Anyone taking more than two 
runs gets to clean the elephant cages for a week, and gets a DSQ for the night! 

• Racers with bad attitudes will be forced to wear a red nose and a rainbow wig... 
 
Scoring... 
This is complicated so have a seat and kick off your clown shoes. 
The NASTAR software computes team points based on the racers time through the course, racers age, 
gender, and discipline.  This is the exact system NASTAR uses at the National Championships (Handicapping 
info can be found on www.NASTAR.com).  Racers are awarded from 1 to 10 points each week and the three 
highest scores on each team are averaged into a team score.  The lowest single week team score will be 
dropped at the end of the series.  This means that if your are out following the carnie one week instead 
of racing, your team still has a chance of winning the series.  The team score is cumulative so the  
maximum number of points per team for the entire series is 40 (4 weeks x 10 points/week max, get it 
Joey?).   
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Team Registration... 
Registration is limited to the first 30 teams.  The entry fee is $200 per team until January 27th, 2012.  
After January 27th, the fee is $250 per team so save yourself some alfalfa and sign up on time.  Bring 
your completed registration form and payment to the Schweitzer Activity Center by Jan 27th or we will 
be forced to send the tigers after you.  Incomplete registration forms or registrations missing payment 
will not be accepted.  Registration forms can be picked up at the Activity Center or downloaded from 
www.schweitzer.com  
 
First Night... 
All racers must check in at the Activity Center on February 3rd to sign a liability release form and  
obtain their individual racer sticker, BEFORE they race.  Racers must show their sticker at the NASTAR 
course in order to race.  Don’t be a roustabout and show up at the top of the course expecting to race if 
you have not checked in at the Activity Center, signed your liability release form, and received your racer 
sticker.  You will be turned away.   
 
Timeframe... 
Races are February 3rd, 10th, 17th, 24th, and March 2nd.  The NASTAR course is open for racers from 
4:30pm to 6:30pm.  Don’t be late!  You have two hours to get your two timed runs in so unless you are 
really slow you should have plenty of time.  No warm-up runs on the courses are allowed. 
 
Festivities... 
This is the good stuff.  Taps Lounge will host a post-race party each week while results are being  
calculated.  There will be beer specials from Deschutes Brewery, tunes, and prize drawings.  Our sponsors 
will provide swag to give away but you must be present at the party in order to win.  Results are ready 
within an hour of the last racers run so you can usually hang out until around 7:30 or so before the 
party really gets started.  The final party is a true Grand Finale and the can not miss blowout of the 
year.  Here’s the deal:  The theme is Under the Big Top so you need to be thinking clowns, acrobats,  
gorillas, sleazy maintenance workers, etc.  Dress up for the race if you dare, dress up for the party for 
sure!  Show up at the party in your costume and in character!  The final party will take place in Taps 
and includes free snacks, games and a concert by The Polyrhythmics.  Competitors who participate in ALL 
five events AND wear a costume to the party will receive a raffle ticket for the final grand prize 
drawing.  No costume, no prizes!
